Each month the club dance instructors 
teach the beginning patterns in West 
Coast Swing. Students can start the lesson 
sequence on any Thursday. 

First Thursday of the month: Left side 
pass, underarm turn, underarm turn with 
a hand change, and the right side pass. 

Second Thursday: 4-beat starter step, 
throwout, closed basic. 

Third Thursday: Sugar push, tuck 
throwout, turning basic. 

Fourth Thursday: Basic whip, whip 
with an inside turn, whip with an outside 
turn. 

Fifth Thursday: Basket whip and 
variations. 

We recommend taking the basic class for 
three months before going on to the 
intermediate class, though beginning 
students are welcome to watch the 
intermediate class and stay for the open 
dance afterwards. 

Intermediate classes teach pattern 
variations, combinations, and 
syncopations beyond the basics.
